Corporate Giving Guidelines

Focus / Criteria

To be eligible, you must be a not-for-profit organization certified under 501C3 status, and focused on supporting Education, Health, Youth, Technology or otherwise improving the Quality of Life in our communities.

Within these criteria, our company is particularly looking for opportunities to:

· Develop and disseminate quality programs.

· Adapt and pilot for local use programs proven elsewhere.

· Encourage the development of new ideas and constructive alternatives to traditional solutions.

· Foster collaborative efforts among public and private institutions.

· Contribute to the development of sound public policy, either directly or using a highly visible model.

Some projects call for short-term funding.  Others require multi-year funding to assure continuity as a program progresses from planning through implementation and, in some instances, dissemination.  We encourage organizations to develop from the outset a plausible plan to sustain the program with stable, long-term funding.

IT Remediation Giving also looks for evidence of support by the community when appropriate.  IT Remediation Giving encourages the programs to demonstrate community support, document their program’s effectiveness, aid in future replication efforts, or improve the function of the projects in order to receive on-going grants.

Geographic Limitations

United States: Proposals are accepted from organizations throughout the United States.  Organizations whose operations or projects are located in relative proximity to Corporate’ offices may be given priority when in competition for funding with other organizations.  

(Organizations located outside of the United States should contact the managing director of IT Remediation offices in its respective regions.) 

Exclusions

IT Remediation Giving does not consider proposals for grants to individuals, religious organizations for sectarian purposes, or political organizations or causes.  It also does not provide funds for capital projects, organizational deficits or general operating support.

Special Projects

From time to time, IT Remediation Giving makes grants outside the regular guidelines.  Some reflect special board interests, others may respond to major natural disasters, and still others may provide an opportunity to explore potential new areas for future grant making.

Application Procedures

Proposal

1) A one-page summary briefly describing the project which clearly conveys the rationale, operation, and objectives of the organization for the support.

2) A narrative proposal describing:

a) The need for the project and the significance of the project’s approach to the problem being addressed.

b) The project plan, including the objectives to be achieved, the activities conducted to meet those objectives, and how project outcomes will be evaluated.  Specifics concerning plans to inform others of your work if the project is designed as a model or includes a dissemination effort.

c) Anticipated future funding needs and strategies to meet those needs when IT Remediation Giving grant ends.


3) An itemized project budget for each year for which support is being requested, showing:

a) Total project cost and the amount being requested.

b) Resources contributed by the applicant and other supporters of the project.

4) Up-to-date financial statements for the organization plus year-end financial statements, audited if available, for the past two years.

5) The organization’s budget for the current fiscal year and for the first year of the grant with major revenue sources itemized.

6) Optional attachment(s): General information about the organization including purpose, background and previous experience; a list of the governing board members; personnel involved in the project and their qualifications.

7) Letters of support

Application Deadlines

Applicants are invited to submit proposals any time throughout the year.  To ensure that a request is considered for a particular committee meeting, proposals must be received by the following dates:
