
Considerations for Central Policy Distribution (CPD)
The following are recommendations from WebSense when doing a CPD:

1) When doing a CPD push only connect to the Source Policy Server in the Websense Manager you are pushing from. Ensure you are disconnected from Target Policy Servers in the Websense Manager prior to push.

2) After the CPD push is complete DISCONNECT from the source Policy Server and CLOSE the Websense Manager.  After this you can then reconnect to the individual Policy Servers via the Websense Manager to verify changes have occurred to the Target Policy Servers.

3) NEVER CLOSE the dialogue box “Connecting” when connecting to a Policy Server prematurely by clicking on the X. This can cause abnormal results.

4) There is no need to press the save changes button on all the destination servers. Changes should be saved only on the Master server before the push. 
5) CPD push automatically saves the changes on all the destination servers.

6) Proxy servers are taken out of rotation from the WideIPs when necessary.  This will depend on the type of WebSense change being made.  ML Operations is to make this decision. 

7) The best way to check, whether the config.xml file is corrupt or not is to verify that there are four container symbols at the end of the file. 
8) To check this, open the file in WordPad, scroll down to the end of file, the end should look like this:
